Project Overview

· A box column retrieved from the 65th floor of one of the World Trade Center towers has been cut into 52 equal cross-sections.

· The cross-sections are mounted on steel plaque backings to which bronze plaque overlays will be attached.  The bronze overlay will bear an inscription and a relief sculpture of the Twin Towers of the World Trade Center.

· Each state; Washington, D. C.; and Puerto Rico will be given these plaques to memorialize the victims of the September 11th terrorist attacks and to deepen the resolve of the United States to continue to respond to this collective threat for generations to come.

· Student Councils and National Honor Societies in each state, the national capital, and Puerto Rico are invited to participate in this project headed up by the Oak Ridge High School Student Council from Oak Ridge, Tennessee.

· The ORHS Student Council is working with the full endorsement of the National Association of Student Councils which actively encourages the involvement of their members in all 50 states, Washington, D. C., and Puerto Rico.

· Individual student council personnel from five states have already begun working to receive these memorial plaques.

· The plaques will be transported from Oak Ridge to every capital location.

· The states; Washington, D. C.; and Puerto Rico are invited to display the plaques either inside or outside their capitol buildings or inside or outside a high school in their capital cities as a collective national memorial.

· The steel portions of all plaques will be galvanized to permit display outdoors.

· The WTC Steel Foundation is a 501 ( c)(3) non-profit agency established to raise funds for plaque construction, installation, publicity, and ceremony costs.

· The WTC Steel Foundation and the ORHS Student Council seek to inspire the generation of students impacted by these attacks to dedicate their lives and careers to strengthening the unity and resolve of the United States in order to preserve both liberty and security for the good of the whole world.
